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New things to learn for the Brown Belt song:

new rhythms:

ﬁ single eighth note - 1/2 bear

Until now, you have seen two eighth notes joined rogether with a beam ( n ).
Together, two eighth notes = 1 beat.

dotted quarter note = 1 12 bears J _
Again, the dot adds half the value of that note
and makes it longer. 1+ 1/2=11/2 beats

A fermata pllaced above a note means that the note is held a little longer
than its usual count.
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
